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Changes to the North Chickamauga CreekChanges to the North Chickamauga CreekChanges to the North Chickamauga CreekChanges to the North Chickamauga CreekChanges to the North Chickamauga Creek
Greenway Trail AccessGreenway Trail AccessGreenway Trail AccessGreenway Trail AccessGreenway Trail Access
The south entrance to the North Chickamauga Creek Greenway is currently closed due to the start of
the major reconstruction project of the Chickamauga Lock and Dam. The south entrance, off of Lake
Resort Drive, is expected to be closed for 18 months while Lake Resort Drive is straightened and
relocated. The entire length of the trail is still accessible from the Greenway Farm off Hamill Road.

It’s only October, but the change in seasons
makes it feel like the year is coming to a
close.

The 115-acre Rogers Farm tract was added
to the list of properties protected through
Conservancy action. Of course, we couldn’t
do it without the help of private and public
partners, like the Lyndhurst Foundation, the
Trust for Public Land, the State of
Tennessee and other agencies. Most of all,
we couldn’t do it without the help of our
donors.

The North Chick Greenway Challenge again
had to turn adventure racing teams away
because we reached the maximum number of
entries – six weeks before the event!

The race has
proven to be an effective way to bring
attention to the Conservancy, the work we
do in the community and the City’s jewel of
a location at Greenway Farm. It also brings
in money for more conservation activities.

We were saddened to lose two strong
supporters in recent months, Linda Hubbert
and Pat Campbell.  Linda was well-known in

the community and very involved in
planning many of North Chick’s special
events when she served on the board.  Pat
brought graciousness and organizational
skills to her role as board member at the time
the Waller Trust land was purchased and
began being managed as a state natural
area. Both are greatly missed by their friends
in the Conservancy.

This summer, North Chick got lucky when
Susan Bryant joined the staff as
Conservancy Coordinator. Susan is an
accomplished outdoors-woman who was on
the board briefly in the past, until demands
of her then-fledgling business interfered.

Sampling Tests Mining Runoff

In July, a sampling event was
conducted by the Office of Surface
Mining (OSM) and the Conservancy
to check runoff levels at Hogskin
Branch in the North Chickamauga
Creek Gorge. Hogskin Branch is a
major tributary to North Chickamauga
Creek and suffers from mine discharge,
even though mining has not been active
in the area in decades.
