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The Total-Acres-Conserved odometer clicked
over 6,562 acres on March 22 with the
completion of the Rogers farm transaction.
This 115-acre addition brings the valley total
protected through Conservancy actions up to
1,690 acres.

The State of Tennessee acquired the Rogers farm
in Hixson near Hixson High School. Funds for
the acquisition came from a federal North
American Wetlands Conservation Act (NAWCA)
grant, the State of Tennessee, the Trust for
Public Land through a Lyndhurst Foundation
Grant, and the North Chickamauga Creek
Conservancy with monies from our donors.

The property is comprised of a mixture of
cropland, pastureland, riparian stream bank,
wetland, and bottomland hardwood forest. The
property will be managed by the Tennessee
Wildlife Resources Agency (TWRA) for both
game and non-game animal species and will
provide additional habitat and acreage for food
plots.

TWRA has been a fantastic partner in
conservation. Over the last eight years the
State of Tennessee has completed some
17 transactions on the behalf of TWRA to

assimilate some 1,137 acres in the valley along the
banks of the North Chickamauga Creek. Many have
contributed to this effort: Federal partners like U.S.
Fish and Wildlife, State partners like the Department
of Transportation, the Trust for Public Land, donors
to the NCCC, and of course families like the Rogers
who shared our vision of seeing the property
conserved and stuck with their commitment to see
the deal to fruition.

The first feeling you’ll have watching the
2005 Greenway Challenge is, “WOW, this is
sooo cool!”  That soon changes to “Are
they crazy?!” as the athletes push
themselves to extremes to canoe, bike and
run for the glory of finishing first. And if
that’s not enough, in between the main
sports, racers also perform mentally and
athletically challenging “mystery events.”

It’s sort of like Survivor: North Chick, only
with a few differences. No one has to eat
bugs, there’s lots of teamwork, competitors
even help each other at times, people aren’t
eliminated around a campfire, and it’s a lot
more athletically intense.

The third annual Greenway Challenge is
your only chance to see an adventure race
in Chattanooga this year. The race starts at 9
a.m., Saturday, May 21, at the Greenway
Farm on Hamill Road.

The public is invited to watch, to volunteer
to help the event, or to compete, along with
two pals. But if you want to race, sign up
now at www.northchick.org because space
is filling up fast.

Fifty teams of three athletes each – co-ed
teams preferred – will converge on the farm
to compete for the honor of winning.  That
teamwork is what sets the Greenway
Challenge and other adventure races apart
from athletic events, such as triathlons.

“Worth every minute” – Racer from last
Challenge
The Greenway Challenge is a sprint race that
goes two to three hours. In the world of
competitive adventure racing, sprint races
last from two to nine hours and are held
early in the year to introduce new adventure
racers to the sport and to help experienced
racers get back into the sport after the
winter slow-down. Longer multi-day
endurance races often take place later in the
year.

Race planners try to make the competition
as safe and as challenging as possible.
Mystery events are not publicized in
advance. Racers will not know what the
tests consist of until the pre-race meeting or
even until they reach the special test area
during the race. As Jim Farmer, president,
North Chickamauga Creek Conservancy, and
Greenway Challenge race director, says,
“There’s no better way to test team
dynamics than to have adversity thrown in
your face while the clock is ticking.”

Proceeds from the race benefit the work of
the North Chickamauga Creek Conservancy.
In fact, the race name implies the challenge
of completing the corridor protecting the
creek, as well as the challenge of completing
the race at the front of the field.

The 2005 event is the third year the race has
been held. Last year, the  Challenge drew 50
co-ed teams from 10 states.
